Thai Textile Statistics 2020/2021 @

In the past year, the spread of COVID-19 impacted
economic system and consumers’ purchasing power
causing stagnation worldwide, resulting in widespread
economic inequality and consumers’ changing behavior
worldwide, leading to the New Normal of daily lives. As
for the overview of 2020, it was found that the Thai
economy was down 6.1% compared to the same period
of the previous year (2019). The values of export,
consumption of the private sector, and overall
investment were down 6.6%, 1.0%, and 4.8% respectively.
The general inflation was on the average of -0.8%, and
balance of payment experienced surplus of 3.3% of
GDP. The manufacturing industry decreased 5.7%
compared to the decrease of 0.7% in 2019 with the
Manufacturing Production Index decreased 8.8%
(production of clothing decreased 17.2%) and the

Capacity Utilization Rate was on the average of 61.15%.

The overview of the international trade of this
industry in 2020 (January-December) revealed that
the export of textile and clothing valued 5,748.8 million
USD or down 16.8% compared to the same period of
the previous year (YoY) divided into (1) Export of textile
valued 3,624.8 million USD or down 16.5% and (2)
Export of clothing valued 2,124.0 million USD or down
17.2%.

Export values of textile and clothing classified by 4 main products

In terms of the export value classified by 4 main
products namely artificial fiber, yam, fabric, and clothing,
it was found that the 4 products increased compared
to the previous month (MoM) especially export of
artificial fiber in December 2020 increased compared to
the previous month (MoM) and the same period of the
previous year (YoY) at 15.3% and 14.6% respectively. In
terms of the export values of yarn, fabric, and clothing,
compared to the same period of the previous year (YoY),
it was found that the export values of the 3 products
decreased 3.9%, 4.6%, and 12.2% respectively.

As for the overview of import (accumulated)
of the industry, the value was 4,318.9 million USD
or down 18.7% divided into (1) Import (accumulated)
of textile valued 2,779.5 million USD or down 20.8%
and (2) Import (accumulated) of clothing valued
1,539.4 million USD or down 14.5%. It resulted in

the overall surplus of balance of trade valued 1,429.9

million USD.
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Import values of textile and clothing classified by 3 main products

In terms of the import value divided by 3 main
products namely yarn, fabric, and clothing, it was found
that the 3 products increased compared with the
previous month (MoM). Especially the import of fabric
in December 2020 increased compared to the previous
month (MoM) and the same period of the previous year
(YoY) at 10.2% and 5.9%. In terms of the import of yarn
and clothing compared to the same period of the
previous year (YoY), it was found that the 2 products
decreased 0.3% and 20.1%.

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The overview of the export markets of Thailand’s
textile and clothing in 2020 (January-December) valued
5,748.8 million USD or down 16.8% compared to the
same period of the previous year (YoY). The overview of
the export value of Thailand’s textile and clothing to the
main markets (top 5) in 2020 revealed that the yearly
overview of US was down 9.7% compared to the same
period of the previous year (YoY) with the total export
value of 1,097.9 million USD. But the export in December
2020 revealed the increase of 6.6% compared to the
same period of the previous year (YoY) valued 101.5
million USD. Japan followed with the overview for the
whole year that decreased 15.2% compared to the same
period of the previous year (YoY) with the total export
value of 704.5 million USD. Vietnam followed with the
overview for the whole year that decreased 8.1%
compared to the same period of the previous year (YoY)

with the total export value of 450.5 million USD. The

As for China, the overview for
the whole year decreased 22.7% compared to the same
period of the previous year (YoY) valued 383.0 million
USD. As for Indonesia, the overview for the whole year
decreased 29.8% compared to the same period of the

previous year (YoY) valued 202.1 million USD.

In 2020, there were 34 factories with permit for
(new) operation with the total investment of 2,945.3
million baht and the labor force totaled 2,938. The
types of factories of (new) operation with the highest
accumulation was 13 ready-made clothes factories,
followed by 8 knitting factories, and 4 home textile
factories respectively. There were 13 factories expanding
operation with the total investment of 2,603.4 million
baht namely 3 weaving and knitting factories each,
followed by non-woven factories (made from unused
fiber) and ready-made clothes factories with 2 factories
each. As a result, at the end of 2020, there were 2,613
factories with the labor force in the system totaled

402,121 workers.

In terms of BOI’s investment promotion in 2020,
it was found that for light industries (consisting of textile,
leatherwear, jewelry, and lifestyle industries), there were
115 projects approved with investment promotion with
investment totaled 22,570.8 million baht. Among these,
there were 53 projects of textile industry with the
investment of 3,660.9 million baht or 16.2% of the total

investment in the light industries.

The types of operations of textile industry approved

with investment promotion included the following:

1. Medical device made from fabric or other
fibers such as gowns, covers, caps, masks, gauze, and
cotton, etc.

2. Clothing, accessories, and home textile

3. Non-woven fabric such as Spunbond or
Meltblown, etc. used as raw materials to produce masks
or medical devices

4. Functional Yarn or Functional Fabric

5. Dyeing and printing

6. Other Non-Woven Fabric or Hygienic

Products from Non-Woven Fabric
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7. Technical Fiber or Functional Fiber
8. Recycled fiber

9. Other fibers

10. Other yarn or fabric

The projects approved with investment
promotion in 2020 increased due to the growth of
medical service industry (impacting the consumption
of materials and accessories) plus the spread of the
pandemic since the beginning of 2020. It was
expected to impact the growth of Thailand’s medical

textile in the future.

The spread of COVID-19 impacted all
dimensions and made changes worldwide such as
the impact of COVID-19 on the global Supply Chain.
It was clear that China’s lockdown caused shortage
of some goods as most production bases were
situated in China. The crisis caused brands and
consumers to start realizing the importance of
readiness to be able to produce more in the country.
Whereas international brands still produce for the
Global Market, they will start local production such
as review to build production base in their own
country and seek to disperse production costs, no

longer relying on only one country.

It is undeniable that COVID-19 has stimulated
consumers to open up for the daily use of digital through
both public and private measures to campaign, restrain,
and prevent the spread in the country. As a result,
consumers must seriously use various services through
digital.  So, the growth rate of other digital platforms
such as e-Commerce g¢rows including Website,
e-Commerce, Social Commerce (e-Marketplace), Delivery
service, e-Payment due to the worry of coming into
contact with cash. More people turn to e-Wallet. Atthe

same time, platform service providers On Demand have
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developed their own e-Payment and stimulated
consumers to pay for their goods-services more with this
method. Virtual Experience also fills in the space where
domestic business cannot operate such as event
business, concert, museum, tourism, as well as

document signature through e-Document.

Therefore, digital is not only a part of daily life
but has become one of the basic essentials of
consumers’ living and provided more convenience. The
Seamless Experience will be combined with consumers’
lives. It will be the brands’ opportunity to develop
online platforms to be more than sales channels. Due
to the advantage of being on digital platform, the brands
can collect Data > Process > Analyze to maintain the
old customer base and increase the new customer base.
Brands can enhance on Data towards Subscription
Model. Data such as purchasing behavior, amount of
purchase, interest in goods, etc. enables brands to know
in advance if a particular customer has already ordered
the goods, or when the customer will need the goods
again. As a result, brands can offer promotion in line

with the customer’s demand.

The lifestyle of consumers is more health-
conscious. It is clear that with the spread of COVID-19,
consumers have searched for the information to efficiently
handle and get ready to prevent themselves from
contracting the disease and forecast of what will happen.
Therefore, health and hygiene have become implicitly
important daily routine or consumers’” New Normal,
generating the norm of social responsibility on health and
hysiene impacting producers/brands who must change
strategies which indicate understanding and readiness to
forge confidence for consumers on health and hygiene,
including the country’s public health system and medicine

developed in terms of quality and easier access.
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At the time when vaccination does not cover all
or can protect 100%, most people are still worried of
outdoor life and must maintain physical distancing. The
crisis causes consumers to be accustomed with staying
at home and find more interesting activities in their
private space. It has contributed to the growth of services
and purchase of goods via delivery during the time of
social distancing. Therefore, any business/service
ensuring confidence in health and hygiene for individual
consumption has attracted the consumers to take
interest and decide to buy goods more. As it is still not
possible to return to the normal life, the happiness of
people in the age of COVID-19is newly defined. It derives
from simple, little things at home and in family, leading
to the trend of “New Luxuries”. It means to upgrade
or trade-up style. Because when people have to stay
at home more, they require better quality of life to
create happiness at home. It is a new challenge of
brands as part of this newly defined happiness.
Therefore, brands should communicate or conduct
marketing to inspire or be part of the small happiness

surrounding consumers’ daily lives.

Clearly, it can be seen that this crisis has made
brands and consumers realize the importance of
preparedness in case of new crises in the future, whether
efforts of self-reliance, upgrade basic skills necessary in
life, or Work from Home that actually occurs during social
distancing. Business/brands should assume an important
role to promote or assist consumers to be able to rely

on themselves more efficiently than before.
